Thank you for considering St. Andrews Presbyterian Church for your wedding service!  We hope that we will be able to provide a beautiful space for your ceremony. It is our desire to help make your wedding a meaningful and memorable occasion that will glorify God as well as provide a wonderful beginning of a Christian marriage.

A marriage performed at St. Andrews is considered a worship service wherein the couple comes before the presence of God and their loved ones to make their vows to one another as they seek God’s blessings on their union.  A wedding does not need to be elaborate to be beautiful.  The true beauty lies in the spirit and the attitude of the couple and in the blessing God gives them.  A wedding is a joyous occasion for everyone involved and we would be honored to be part of this momentous day.   As we are a place of worship, we do ask that all rehearsals, weddings, and receptions be conducted in the Christian spirit with respect and dignity, with all participants exhibiting appropriate behavior for both the occasion and the setting.

Arrangements and Reservations:  Wedding ceremonies may be held in the church Sanctuary.  Use of the church buildings is granted by the Session of St. Andrews.  Please contact the church office at 704.375.7793 and we will be happy to provide you with information on requesting use of our facilities.

All reservations will be scheduled through the Wedding Coordinator or the Pastor. Requests by members and non-members (when neither the bride nor groom is a Church member) for use of facilities for weddings will be reviewed by the Session. We ask that you also schedule the wedding rehearsal when the wedding date is reserved. Fees for members and non-members are listed on the last page of this document. 

St. Andrews Wedding Coordinator:  The St. Andrews’ Wedding Coordinator will ensure that your wedding service flows smoothly and is a special day for you and your wedding party.  Currently our Wedding Coordinator is Maryland Ferguson.  She will oversee facility usage, coordinate schedules, and answer any questions regarding the wedding policy or wedding service etiquette.  She may be contacted through the church office at 704.375.7793. 
Profession Wedding Planners:   Many couples work with a professional wedding planner or floral director. We welcome their participation in your service, and request that they contact the St. Andrews’ Wedding Coordinator prior to the rehearsal date in order to become familiar with the wedding policy of our church. Any decorations and/or equipment used for the wedding or related events are to be removed promptly following the wedding.
Music:  We wish to accommodate individual preferences for music used during a marriage service, although we do request that music selections, whether secular or sacred, be appropriate for the setting.  If you would like guidance in selecting music for your wedding, the Officiating Minister, the Director of Music, and the Wedding Coordinator may be consulted. Please be aware that the final decision on the use of music will be that of the Minister, although every effort will be made to use the selections of the wedding couple. 
Receptions and Caterers:  The Fellowship Hall is available for rehearsal parties and wedding receptions. Unless other arrangements have been made, caterers or other service providers should bring all silverware, dishes, paper products, glasses, etc. which will be needed for these events.  No food or beverage is permitted in the sanctuary. We also request that all trash be removed at the end of the event and placed in the trash bins located behind the church building.  In addition, we ask that the areas used are left in a clean and orderly state.
Decorations: We hope that you will find our Sanctuary to be a beautiful space requiring few decorations to enhance its graceful lines and open and light feeling.  The following guidelines are made to preserve the proper atmosphere in the Church and to safeguard the furnishings:

1)  The Communion Table and Baptismal Font may be carefully moved only by our Church Staff or the Wedding Coordinator.

2) Floral arrangements, greenery, and candelabras may be used in moderation. Only dripless candles may be used and adequate protection must be provided for the carpets. Unity candles must also be dripless. We do have two wax-less (oil) altar candles that are available for use. 
3) No thumbtacks, nails, or permanent adhesives may be used on the pews, chancel furnishings, or floors. Every precaution should be taken to prevent any damage to the buildings and furnishings.
The church does not furnish any items except those listed above.

Photographs:  Decisions concerning photography and videography during the wedding ceremony will be left to the discretion of the officiating minister and the couple.

Bride’s Dressing Room: A bride’s room is available to the left of the entrance of the Sanctuary.  This may be used by the bride and her attendants.  We ask that this space is left in a clean and orderly state after the wedding ceremony.
Liability:  The church is not liable for loss or damage to personal items or money belonging to the wedding party or their guests.  Any damages done by guests, decorators, florists, photographers, caterers, or other persons involved in a wedding rehearsal, service, or reception will need to be corrected, repaired, or compensated for by the wedding party to the satisfaction of the Church Property Committee. The signator also agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Church, its agents, officers, employees, volunteers and assigns from and against all claims, losses, costs, damages, expenses, attorneys’ fees and liability that it may sustain arising from or connected with the wedding party’s use of the facilities.

Cancellations:  If the wedding service and/or reception is cancelled for any reason by either the Church or the signator, and such cancellation occurs more than 30 days prior to the agreed upon date the deposit will be returned to signator. Any cancellation by the signator within 30 days of the agreed upon date will result in a forfeit of the deposit.  If, for any reason, the Church property becomes unusable the signator will be notified at the earliest possible date and the deposit will be refunded.
Birdseed, Rice, Confetti, Etc.:  We have found that most of the birds are located outside the sanctuary; therefore, we request that any birdseed is thrown outdoors only. In an effort to be environmentally conscious, neither rice nor confetti is permitted to be used as they are harmful to birds and animals. All birdseed should be removed from sidewalks or walkways after the service.  
Other Policies:  

1)  The wedding party may have access to the church no more than 2 hours prior to the  

wedding, unless specific arrangements have been made beforehand. 

2) Smoking is not permitted anywhere inside the church facilities.

3) Alcohol is not permitted anywhere on the church premises.

Additional Costs
Such as preparation of the wedding bulletin or special requests relating to the rehearsal, service and/or reception;  Arrangements should be made through the Wedding Coordinator
1) Use of the Sanctuary for rehearsals is limited to 1 ½ hours (an additional charge of $100.00 per hour will go into effect beyond that time).
2) Use of the Fellowship Hall for receptions is limited to 3 hours, not including set up and clean up.  (An additional charge of $100.00 for each additional hour will be assessed.)
3) The remaining balance and any additional fees will be due one week prior to your wedding date.  Checks should be mailed to the church address c/o of Mary Miller.
